Report on the Implementation of the 2024 Asia Youth Leaders Program

We sincerely appreciate your understanding and cooperation regarding the activities of the AEON 1% Club.

Stnce 2010, this program has aimed to bring together high school students from various Asian countries, including Japan, to
deepen their understanding of cultural differences and the diversity of values. Through group discussions, the program fosters
the courage to express opinions and the ability to reach conclusions. This year marks the 15th edition, and with the suppert
of the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology, as well as the Ministry of Foreign A ffairs, the program
was held in Tokyo. Below is our report.

1. Implementation Overview

Eighty high school students from eight countries (Indonesia, Cambodia, Thailand, China, Japan, Vietnam, Malaysia, and
Laos) gathered in Tokyo for four days of lectures and discussions, Centered around the theme "Qualities Necessary for Future
Leaders", the program culminated in a final-day session where students explored the leadership qualities needed to address
social issues and presented their teams' ideas, During the award ceremony, guests from embassies and the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs were invited to honor the top three teams, Additionally, participating high school students showcased traditional dances
and songs from their respective countries.
